ii) Your High School Councilor’s recommendation testifying to your merits and your required GPA.
iii) Your High School Transcript that includes your GPA.
iv) Two (2) recommendations from your coaches, teachers and councilors who supervised your extra-curricular activities. These cannot be your own family members!! Recommendations may be emailed directly to scholarships@ahepa75.org by the providers with email title “Scholarship recommendation for xxx”.
v) Official SAT and/or ACT test results. These may be PDF scans of your latest test results and do not have to come in directly from SAT/ACT boards. 
vi) SAT/ACT results are not required if applicant is going to 2-year Community College OR is a University/College level or postgraduate studies applicant.
d) If applying as a college student (Sophomore, Junior) or a Post Graduate Student:

i) Please provide original University GPA Report to prove that you are meeting GPA requirements of at least 2.5
ii) You must be enrolled in Mechanical, Electrical, Bio-Medical and Computer Science Engineering Majors to be considered for coveted V.H. Pilitsis Scholarship. You must provide a copy of the transcript of all your courses and you must provide a letter from your academic advisor testifying that you are pursing these engineering fields of study as itemized below.

5) You will be notified in early June about the results of your application processing and vetting.
6) The Scholarship Grants will be distributed in early June and are payable directly to the educational institution.
Section 2: Eligibility:
1. Applicants for the scholarships are considered based on scholastic achievement (GPA), participation and engagement in school and Greek/other community activities and the quality of Application Essays.
2. Family of the applicant must be in good standing and have paid up St. George Church dues for the past 2 years. This must be verified with the Church Secretary of St. George, Piscataway.

3. Applicants must indicate if they are a direct descendent (son/daughter or grandson/granddaughter) of either AHEPA Chapter 75 member and/or Daughters of Penelope Chapter 229 member as some scholarships are reserved for only these applicants. It is required that the sponsoring AHEPA or DOP member(s) are in good standing and have paid their dues for the minimum of past 2 years.
4. We offer scholarships to:

A. High Schoolers going to 2-year Colleges (required minimum GPA 2.5)
B. High Schoolers going to 4-year Colleges/Universities (required minimum GPA 3.0)
C. University Students (required minimum College GPA 2.5)
D. Post Graduate Students (required minimum College GPA 2.5)
5. Applicants who study in the area of engineering, following the eligibility rules below, may be qualified to receive a coveted V.H. Pilitsis Scholarship providing they meet these special requirements:
A. Applicants must be High School graduates with a GPA higher than 3.0 and must be accepted to a 4-year Undergraduate College enrolled in BS of Mechanical, Electrical, Bio-Medical or Computer Science Engineering. 

OR

B. Applicants are enrolled in these engineering disciplines as above at the College Sophomore or Junior level and have GPA of 2.5 or higher.
OR

C. Applicants must be a female student enrolled in a MS / PhD Engineering program with a minimum GPA of 2.5

AND

D. Applicants must be son/daughter OR grand-son/grand-daughter of active and in-good-standing (paid up dues for current and past two years) member of AHEPA Monroe Chapter 75 OR Daughters of Penelope Tethys Chapter 229.
